Steel Canyon, Paragon City, RI, (PCN) - For most people, noontime is the 
middle of the day.  Not so for Sean Rush, who works tirelessly during the 
midnight hour. 

And yet, on Friday, January 20th, Sean Rush will force himself to be awake to 
witness what he sees as his personal vindication take place. 

“Oh I’m absolutely going to be up!” he proudly proclaims as he finishes his fifth 
cup of coffee in an hour.  “This is a day that I’ve long dreamed of happening.”
